We though it would be nice for that to be
an unveiling. But better for the completion date to be a month
ahead, August 20th, so we can take photos, do some PR.

- We can do some teaser PR with squares as they get finished.
Post squares in the Library. Make a countdown to the main
event.

- Notes back to the quilters (Kathy will pass along): No periods in
NH; satin is nice; please provide a list of anticipated expenses.

e Drama events being worked on. Kathy is our contact. They
love the idea of performing little skits like travelling showmen.
They'll work parts of the Old Pageant into the performances.

e Meal being chaired by Niki McGettigan. Harrisville does a
annual potluck... long tables outside, hundreds of folks are
happily fed. Maybe get Jack from Harrisville to talk about it...
hopefully next meeting when Niki can come in too.

- We would like to keep the event Green... using compostible
dishes and flatware.

e Parade: route being discussed. Donna & Sherry will work on
this. Perhaps use the ConVal Marching Band? Mary N suggested
the model of the church could be included.

e Farm Tours: Anne suggested the idea of having farm demos.
Lots of great options here that we'll keep discussing.

e Cemetary Reinactment: Anne suggested having people/kids
study about, dress up, and take on the personas of the folks
represented in our graveyard (s). Could be a fun dusk event...
more discussion to come.

e Keynote Speaker: For the main event day, or for a Historic
Society event... we'll need a big speaker.
